Prune them!  Shorter varieties can be cut back 

when the plant gets to 12ó or so and trim to 6 
inches.  This will produce a shorter, bushier 

plant.  Taller varieties can be allowed to get a 
bit taller (18ó) and then still cut back in half.  
Itõs not rocket science so donõt worry about 

being exact.  The important thing is to cut off 
all the growing tips so the plant will bush out. 

 

 

   Preparing a sugar-water solution 
for hummingbirds is easy.  

Combine 4 parts water with 1 part 
pure white sugar, boil a few 

minutes, cool and pour in a red-
colored hummingbird feeder.  No 
need for red dye though, it can be 

toxic to hummers. 
 

      Howôs This for Divine Wisdom?  
 

In Yellowstone National Park there is a tree called a 
Lodgepole Pine.  Its cones can hang on for years before falling 

off.  Even then they remain tightly closed.  They open only 
when they are in contact with intense heat.  Whenever forest 
fires are raging and all the trees are being destroyed, the heat 
opens these particular pine cones.  That way they are the first 
to assist nature in repopulating the forest.
